HISTORY

Central State University was established on March9, 1887 by the Ohio General Assembly in an act that
created a Combined Normal and Industrial Departmenat Wilberforce University. The older institution was
founded by the African Methodist Episcopal Churcin 1856 and named in honor of the great abolitionist,

William Wilberforce. The new Department wasconsidered to be a separate school and had its owBoard of
Trustees.

In 1941, the General Assembly expanded tHeepartment, which offered twoyear courses, into &ollege of
Education and Industrial Arts, which provided four-year college programs. In 1947, theCollege began
operating independently from Wilberfor ce, continuing its programs in teacheeducation, industrial arts and
business, and adding d#our-year liberal arts program under the nameWilberforce State College. In 1951, the
legislature provided the name Central State College, and iNovember 1965, Catral State was granted
university status.
