	Certificate
	Certificate of Mastery + D2L profile badge, valid for 5 years

	Renewal
	D2L sends a reminder 6 months before expiration

	Deadline
	July 15, 2027 Applies to Current faculty with expired or, no previous certification.
New Hires (hired after 7/15/2026) have one year from start date to complete

	Enrollment
	Automatic — all faculty are enrolled. No action required.

	
	

	Course Developer Certification
Required for master course developers — formerly Modules B & C

	Audience
	Faculty creating or revising departmental master course shells

	Format
	Part 1: Quality Matters (APPQMR)
Part 2: Course Design Capstone

	Requirements
	Part 1: Earn APPQMR Certificate (prerequisite for Part 2)
Part 2: 80% mastery; submit course for facilitator evaluation

	Certificate
	Part 1: QM Certificate of Completion, valid for 5 years
Part 2: Certificate of Course Developer Mastery, valid for 5 years

	Renewal
	Part 1 (QM): Self-monitored — no automatic reminder is sent.
Part 2: D2L sends a reminder 6 months before expiration.

	Deadline
	One year from the date of completion of Part 1

	Enrollment
	Required: Department Chairs notify the CTL Director, who will arrange enrollment.
Optional pathway: Contact Rita R. Thomas directly.
